Last Friday in September  Submission Deadline for Application Packet is 5 pm
Mid-Semester Review of Applications
4 Weeks after Deadline Fund Disbursement (up to $500) through departmental accounts

Awardees will be required to report students’ ASL hours at the end of the semester. Not completing this requirement will disqualify
the individual for consideration for future funding.
